A MAN RAISED FROM THE DEAD

[t was 22 years ago in the village of Huatapi on the Ucayali river where we had been invited to preach in the
community: Pastors Dennis Ramirez, Antonio Sahuarico, and myself. While we started the outreach at 7 pm in
a soccer field, there was a disturbance as a procession of people were leaving the health center. They were car-
rying with them a man pronounced dead by the doctor. He was being taken to be buried.
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Suddenly, we were left alone in the field as all the people who had gathered left to join the funeral procession
with those mourning over this dead man, Miguel.

A moment later, we saw the crowd coming our way because someone had said “let the preachers pray for
him and he can live.” They brought the body and I said "Pastor Dennis, you lay hands on his feet. Pastor
Antonio, you lay hands on his head and I will pray from the middle." The worship team started singing
and we started praying to God to do something knowing that Jesus still does miracles today. As we were
praying in the name of Jesus, Miguel’s foot started to twitch and Pastor Dennis screamed and jumped
back. Pastor Antonio started saying "Glory to God" over and over as he watched the color return to the
man’s lips and face and watched life come back into his eyes.

Miguel sat up praising God and asked for some water. He began sharing what he had just experienced:
He was walking down a large road when he heard a man in white clothes shout and call him back and so
he turned around and started walking back--it was that moment when his body started moving.

Many people came to faith in the village through the miracle God did.

A WOMAN’S HAND IS HEALED

Recently we were in Chayawita village on the alto Paranapura river. While preaching the word of the
Lord, there was a woman who had her whole hand and part of her arm wrapped up in a cloth bandage,
swollen with an infection. She had an accident and the infection was very bad. I invited people who
needed to receive prayer and this woman came and I told her the biggest miracle is to be born again and
become a child of God. After putting her faith in Jesus Christ, she asked again "can you pray for my
hand." I grabbed a new Bible I had in the Shawi Language and gave it to her and said there is power and
authority in the words of this book to transform your life. I laid hands on her declaring healing in Jesus'
name, I gave her the bible, and she returned home. That evening, she took my words literally.

As she laid down to sleep on her bed, she placed the infected hand on the Bible and said "the pastor says
there is power in this Bible" and she went to sleep. When she woke in the morning and stood up, the
cloth bandage fell off as all the swelling had returned to normal, the infection was gone, and her hand

and arm were healed. She immediately started giving testimony to her friends and five of them came to

faith in Christ because of this miraculous healing.
